We understand that there are
many reasons for this, some of which are unavoidable; however, we do feel that the rewards of spending
spiritual time with your child on a weekly basis are priceless. Therefore we have decided to offer a new pro
gram designed to encourage our dads to spend a little spiritual time weekly with their child (children).

The reading program will work like this:

1. Each week the Sunday School teachers will hand out a short reading assignment and comment form

2.The assignment is to be read to, by and/or with her/his dad.

**Note: If for any reason the child is unable to work with their dad, another adult can substitute,
perhaps a family member or a close family f

4. Monthly Reward: At the end of each month the name of every child whose form return is 100% will
be put into a hat.

5. Yearend Reward: at the end of the Sunday School year, our Group will also sponsor a party for
every child who had at least 75% of their forms turned in for the entire(itestris 15 forms for
